We’d like to start off by thanking 
everyone who reached out to us to share 
their thoughts about last month’s article. 
Based on your feedback, the changes 
made to our rental program have been 
mostly well received. In an upcoming ar-
ticle, we will be sharing our plan on ad-
dressing the short term rental initiative, 
with a focus on the rapidly developing 
“Air BnB” concept. 

A couple of months ago, we shared 
the changes we were making to our 
grass cutting program. If you remem-
ber, we shared an idea from a con-
cerned citizen. We broke the town into 

zones with the objective of making a 
bigger impact within each area and re-
ducing the travel time for our contrac-
tor, allowing them the time to get more 
cuts completed within a week. Another 
change this year is that our own Public 
Works Department will be handling 
our grass cutting program in the 
Delaware Gardens section of town. 
This change gives us two resources to 
get the job done and helps to control 
the costs we incur with the grass cutting 
program. Our hope is that the savings 
we realize by using our Public Works 
staff will give us the funds we need to 
anniversary the overgrowth program 
that we ran last year.   

We’ve set up our schedule and it 
works out that we will be cutting two to 
three zones per week. The zones are 
paired in close proximity to maximize 
the outcome and impact. 

At the end of the first week in June, 
we will have cut all nine zones once. At 
that point, we will assess the program, 
measure the success of the changes so 
far, and make any necessary adjust-
ments. Given the unpredictable behav-
ior of Mother Nature, once we get 
through the first round of cutting, we will 
take a break from the zone schedule and 
do a blitz through the town, cutting all 
vacant properties that may have fallen 
between the cracks then getting back on 

our zone schedule.  
As an added bonus to this new pro-

gram, we have set up a grass cut “hot-
line.” That’s right! If you need to contact 
the Township about a landscaping con-
cern on a vacant property, you can call 
and report the problem at (856) 665-
1000 ext. 144. We will monitor the calls 
and schedule them as needed. When you 
call, please remember to leave the fol-
lowing important information: the prop-
erty address (this is imperative) and the 
specific issue if you have one. 

What we all need to keep in mind is 
that the grass cutting season has just 
begun and Mother Nature has a lot of 
control over our progress from week to 

week. In addition, the Township must 
give the owner of any property, whether 
vacant or occupied, a certain amount of 
time to resolve the violation before we 
can step in and cut the property our-
selves, so please be patient with us. We 
promise we will get there as quickly as 
possible. 

We would be remiss if I didn’t start 
our grass cutting season off with a thank 
you to Amy Schmalbach. Amy has the 
thankless job of sending out all of the no-
tifications for every property that we 
schedule for cutting and does a great job. 
So the next time you are talking to her, 
please thank her for all that she does.

With spring also comes renewed and 
vigorous growth of tree roots that 
can block sewer lines. We take every 
possible effort to keep our main lines 
free of roots through our maintenance 
program. The lateral line from your 
house to our main line, however, is the 
homeowner’s responsibility. 

If you have had a problem in the past, 
you are probably aware of the signs to 

look for (slow drainage or a periodic 
back up). If you experience these prob-
lems, consider calling a plumber to check 
for tree roots. The plumber can remove 
the roots from your line. And , if you sus-
pect the problem is in the main line, 
please call the Pennsauken Sewerage 
Authority at (856) 662-0686, 24 hours a 
day, 7 days a week.

Tree Roots Can Block Sewer Lines

Last month, Pennsauken’s Lacas Cof-
fee, in conjunction with National Energy 
Partners, held a special “Flip the Switch” 
event commemorating the launch of 
Lacas Coffee’s solar energy system, and 
their commitment to renewable energy.

The solar energy system includes 812 
modules mounted on the roof of Lacas 
Coffee’s state-of-the-art facility in Penn -
sauken. The system is projected to 
produce approximately 388,800-kilowatt 
hours of electricity each year – enough 
energy to meet nearly 100 percent of 
Lacas Coffee’s energy needs.  

“Lacas Coffee’s adoption of solar en-
ergy will have an environmental impact 
that is worth celebrating,” says Jeremy 
Conner, CEO of National Energy Part-
ners, the solar development firm that is 
managing the solar project.

the State, and everyone else involved, the 
major repairs planned for Westfield Ave. 
would not be possible. This project is 
greatly needed; and the funding received 
from the New Jersey Transportation 
Bank is going to go to good use. We can’t 
thank everyone enough for their support 
of this project.” 

 “The Transportation Infrastructure 
Bank, along with county and municipal 
aid grants, provides local governments 
with expanded resources to improve 
their road networks,” said NJ Depart-
ment of Transportation Commissioner, 
Diane Gutierrez-Scaccetti. “The Trans-
portation Trust Fund support of the 
Bank is essential to returning New Jer-
sey’s surface transportation infrastruc-
ture to a state of good repair.” 

Loans offered by the Transportation 
Bank are intended to aid local govern-
ments by offering significantly reduced 
interest rates versus market competitors, 
and by minimizing the principle that is 
used to calculate that interest. This 
uniquely structured financing system 
minimizes the cost of interest payments 
for local transportation improvements, 
and greatly increases the ability of local 
governments to make affordable invest-
ments in critical infrastructure projects. 

The unique financing structure of the 
loan offered by the Transportation Bank, 
coupled with immediate reimbursement 
for related costs, also means that munic-
ipalities are able to start projects, such as 
the Westfield Ave. rehabilitation, sooner, 
and move forward at a much faster pace 
than usual.

For those of you following this 
monthly article, I did not have anything 
to report regarding our new trash hauler, 
South Jersey Sanitation in April. How-
ever, during late April and early May, we 
noticed a trend that was dissatisfying to 
say the least. Affecting even my own 
street, neighbors witnessed trash or recy-
cling left behind. It appeared that, once a 
week, some part of a random day’s route 
was left unfinished. We have seen and 

can understand events like a heavy rain, 
snow, or equipment issues occurring a 
couple times a year; but this performance 
was unacceptable to the Township and it 
was conveyed as such through proper 
notice and documentation.  

As of this writing in late May, the con-
tractor has responded to this demand for 
quality control and we’ve seen the unfin-
ished route issue go away for two weeks 
now. Keep in mind that your and my tax 
dollars are collected by the Township and 
dispersed to South Jersey Sanitation 
through a contract. My office experiences 
and vents our frustration in the same way 

as our neighbors do. Much like the tax 
dollar path, so too moves your concerns, 
anger, and frustration, right to this con-
tractor’s front office from our Public 
Works office and to the owner directly 
from myself. We will always document 
and forward our residents’ concerns to 
any vendor or contractor, but there is also 
the option to contact their office directly. 
The number for South Jersey Sanitation 
is (609) 561-0441. Here’s hoping to a 
smoother summer for trash collection. 

“Bugsy” Gaines Retires 
Effective June 1, after over 32 years of 

service, “Bugsy” Gaines will retire from 
our department as a heavy equipment 
operator. Although it may be hard to 
quantify any particular employee’s im-
pact to the Township over a career, with 
this public servant, there is a visual. Many 
of you are aware of my writing about the 
Township’s leaf compost facility, located 
at the end of Park Ave., just before you 
cross into Maple Shade. For years, the 
neatness and daily operation of this site 
was completed successfully and profes-
sionally by “Bugs.” The first thing that 
comes to my mind is that he is, and al-
ways has been, a true gentleman. His 
good nature, work ethic, and attitude 
have been valuable to this department 
and we wish him well. 

Preparing For Summer Storms 
Although we have not seen a destruc-

tive summer storm yet, it is the desire of 
the Department of Public Works to pro-
vide relief to our residents to speed-up 
the clean-up efforts after a significant 
storm. Although it is not the responsibil-
ity of the Township to remove storm de-
bris, we do believe that every little bit 
helps. We highly encourage those of you 
able to bundle your storm debris as men-
tioned above for normal pickup by 
South Jersey Sanitation. They run their 
trucks each Wednesday and the amount 
they pick up does not cost the Township 
any more than it normally would. The 
Department of Public Works’ priorities 
fall with public safety first. That includes 
the clearing of streets for emergency ve-
hicles, the closure of streets due to 
downed electrical cabling or unsafe tree 
branches hanging out-of-sight, and the 

cleanup of Township property, such as 
playgrounds and athletic fields. 

Taking Precautions With Tree 
Contractors 

This time each year, we also see an in-
crease in residents reporting that the tree 
trimming contractor they hired did not 
finish the job. Whether it was not clean-
ing up, removing debris, or simply not 
completing the task they were hired for, 
we urge residents to “pay upon comple-
tion,” and ensure that the debris is re-
moved altogether or placed properly at 
the curb for South Jersey Sanitation col-
lection or firewood stacked for pick up 
by Public Works. Note: a pile of debris left 
by a contractor on the curb is the home-
owner’s responsibility. This is a buyer-be-
ware situation. Very few tree contractors 
go door-to-door and blitz a neighbor-
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A Trash Collection Update, Staff Retirement, Summer Storms, And More

Yoga is the practice of breath and 
movement. This practice, which has been 
around for over 5,000 years, can be ben-
eficial to one’s mental and physical 
health by promoting better stress man-
agement and physical movements. Pos-
tures of yoga help to promote flexibility, 
muscle strength, and reduce joint pain. 

Other physical benefits of yoga in-
clude: 
• Increased muscle strength and body 

toning 
• Improved breathing, energy, and well-

ness 
• Assisting with weight loss  
• Improved heart and blood circulation 

• Reducing chronic pain through relax-
ation techniques 
Back pain is a very common problem 

in the U.S. for many different reasons. 
Yoga can help alleviate back pain by im-
proving flexibility, posture through bet-
ter body awareness, and strengthening 
muscles. 

Arthritis is another problem that can 
be crippling. While exercise has shown 
to help decrease or alleviate the pain and 
stiffness, the symptoms can make it very 
challenging to be active. Yoga is a gentle 
type of exercise that helps improve 
range of motion by increasing the 
strengthening of the muscles around 
painful joints. 

There is also an increasing amount of 

research backing the physical benefits of 
yoga. Ongoing research shows that yoga 
may help with migraines, osteoporosis, 
balance, and mobility issues, multiple 
sclerosis, inflammatory bowel disease, fi-
bromyalgia, and ADHD. More and 
more, hospitals and physical therapy fa-
cilities are incorporating it into patients’ 
plans of care.

With summer right around the corner, 
warmer weather isn’t the only thing 
that’s back in town. Door to door solici-
tors have returned too. In fact, you’ve 
probably already had several knocks on 
your door from eager salespeople look-
ing to sell you anything from energy 
choices to windows and siding. And 
while you know these folk have a 
knack for showing up at an inopportune 
time, you may not realize that the 
Township has specific rules in place to 
help make sure residents aren’t being 
taken advantage of by less reputable 
salespeople. 

Anyone who wishes to solicit door-
to-door within Pennsauken is required 
to register with the Township and ob-
tain an ID from the Clerk’s Office. They 
must have this ID on them at all times 
while going door to door. The badge 
they have from their company or from 
another community doesn’t count. 
Each salesperson must also have back-
ground/fingerprint or name check prior 
to soliciting. Not until they are cleared 
are they able to obtain the permit. So-
licitors are also told at the time of appli-
cation that they are not permitted to 
begin their work until they are fully au-
thorized and have received their ID. 
Shockingly, some salespeople ignore 
this rule. 

When, not if, you get a knock on your 
door from anyone soliciting anything… 
• Speak to them behind your screen 

door and ask for their Pennsauken ID 
• Make a mental note of the name and 

description of the person 
• If they do not or cannot present the ID, 

inform them that they’re violating 
Township ordinance and turn them 
away. 

• Call the Pennsauken Police Depart-
ment’s non-emergency dispatch num-
ber immediately: (856) 663-1234; be 
sure to provide information about the 
person and what direction they were 
headed  

• Also, please call the Clerk’s Office and 
leave your name and address, as well 
as the salesperson’s name, business and 
what they were selling, if possible 
In addition to these tips, be sure to not 

provide any personal information to any 
unsolicited sales pitches that find your 
way to your front door. And if you just 
don’t feel comfortable, don’t answer any 
unexpected knocks at your door.

Starting July 1, 
Penn sauken residents 
will receive electric 
rates lower than that of Public Service 
Electric & Gas (PSE&G), thanks to a 
cost-saving energy aggregation program 
put in place by the Township.  

The new, non-fluctuating rate of 
$0.11999 per kilowatt-hour is 6 percent 
lower than that of PSE&G. On average, 
residents will save about $63 during the 
program’s 16-month contract period.  

More than 11,600 households are eli-
gible for the cost-reducing program, part 
of a state-supported process called gov-
ernment energy aggregation (GEA). 
Under GEA, state-licensed energy sup-
pliers bid their lowest rates in an online 
auction held by Pennsauken on March 

26, 2019. The winning bid came from 
Constellation NewEnergy, Inc. 

Public meetings about Pennsauken’s 
GEA program were held last month; there 
was also a video presentation via Facebook 
Live, which is currently available on 
Channel 19 Pennsauken Television, Face-
book.com/PennsaukenTwp, and the Town -
ship’s website, twp.penn sauken.nj.us. 
PSE&G will send out a letter in mid June 
to notify those households that are en-
rolled in the program. And while the initial 
opt out period has ended, residents may 
still do so without any penalty. To opt out, 
residents can call (877) 292-3904; or visit 
NJaggregation.us/ptwp. Residents opting 
out at this time will be in the GEA for one 
meter read cycle before switching back to 
PSE&G’s energy supplier. Pennsauken 
households can opt in and opt out at any 
time within the 16 month program period. 

There is no cost for this program to 
the municipality, residents, or taxpayers. 
Pennsauken’s 16-month GEA program 
will run from July 2019 to November 
2020. Other towns across the state are 
running similar GEA programs. 

PSE&G will continue to deliver resi-
dents’ power, handle customer accounts, 
respond to outages, and maintain serv-
ice. The only changes are the energy sup-
plier (the company that provides the 
energy), the lower energy rate, and the 
supplier information on participating 
residents’ utility bills. 

Residents who are on a budget bill 
program through PSE&G and wish to 
participate in the energy aggregation 
program will be automatically enrolled 
in a budget bill plan through Constella-
tion NewEnergy, Inc. Their budget bill 
will be split into two parts. The supply 

portion will be paid to Constellation, 
while the delivery portion will go to 
PSE&G. Both will be listed on your 
PSE&G bill and you will continue to 
only pay PSE&G for both. You will not 
need to issue separate payments. 

Those households that are already en-
rolled with a third party energy supplier 
are not eligible to participate in the pro-
gram. Residents that have solar panels 
on their home are not initially included 
in the program, but, may opt in at any 
time at their discretion.          

The new energy rate is fixed for 16 
months, with no early cancellation fees, 
penalties, or fine print. This means that 
the rate is not a variable rate, unlike some 

other third-party contracts that are being 
offered. At the end of this 16-month pe-
riod, another auction could be held. 

All residents who have not already 
switched to a different (third-party) en-
ergy supplier will be automatically in-
cluded. Anyone who has already chosen 
a third-party supplier will not be included 
in the program and will not receive any 
letters for opting out. If a resident wishes 
to join at a later date, they may call (866) 
688-5197 or visit NJaggregation.us/ptwp 
to do so. This program is for residential 
customers only and businesses are not 
automatically enrolled.

There are many things referred to as 
the sounds of summer: laughing children 
playing in the park; the thump of a bas-
ketball hitting asphalt during a fast-paced 
pickup game; and friendly and sometimes 
animated conversation around the bar-
beque. Kids will be out of school in just a 
few weeks and ready for some outdoor 
adventures; lawns will be frequently 
mowed and weeds whacked; and a neigh-
bor’s favorite playlist will be on repeat 
from their backyard Bluetooth speakers. 

But there comes a point when some-
thing stops being music to the ears and 
turns into noise. To prevent the spread of 
noise pollution, Pennsauken Township 
has code in place that helps promote 
some well-deserved peace and quiet for 
residents. 

According to the Township code, pro-
hibited noises are those that are “loud, 
unnecessary or unusual.” Disallowed 
noises “create any unreasonably loud, 
disturbing, and unnecessary noise of 
such character, intensity, or duration as is 
detrimental to the life or health of any 
individual or persons within the limits of 

the Township of Pennsauken or is 
patently offensive to persons or ordinary 
sensibilities.” 

Some examples of noise code viola-
tions are: 
• Radios, televisions, and stereos operat-

ing between 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. 
that are plainly audible at a distance of 
25 feet from the building, structure, or 
vehicle in which they are located 

• The use of loudspeakers, amplifiers, and 
the like for commercial advertising 

• Yelling, shouting, hooting, etc. on public 
streets between 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 
a.m., or at any other time so as to 
annoy or disturb the quiet of anyone 
in the vicinity 

• The use of drums or any other instru-
ment for the purpose of attracting 
attention to any performance, show, 
or sale 

• The shouting and crying of peddlers, 
hawkers, and vendors which disturbs 
the peace and quiet 
In addition, the use of pile drivers, 

hammers, etc. and the construction and 
repairing of buildings can only be per-

formed between the hours of 7:00 a.m. 
and 6:00 p.m., unless there is an emer-
gency that affects the public health and 
safety. However, a permit from Penn -
sauken’s Construction Official is needed 
in that case. 

Also, the creation of excessive noise 
on any street adjacent to a school, 

church, or hospital is also prohibited if it 
interferes with normal operations. 

On the flip side, outdoor activities, en-
ergetic backyard family get-togethers, 
and the like are all part of summer fun, 
as long they’re done within reason. A 
quick word to your neighbor might be 
more effective than a call to the police 

department’s non-emergency dispatch 
number.   

You don’t need to put your ear to the 
ground in order to get the message. It’s 
much easier to be courteous to your 
neighbors when the windows are open 
and keep Pennsauken Township a great 
place to work and live.

Pennsauken High School wrestlers 
Anmarie Lebron and Sarah Mireles 
have accomplished a feat 50 years in the 
making: they are the school’s first state 
place winners since Mike Panarella 
placed second in 1969. In the NJSIAA 
inaugural female wrestling season, An-
marie took third place and Sarah placed 
sixth at the NJSIAA all female state 
wrestling tournament in March. 

Pennsauken High School’s female 
wrestling program was the second largest 
in South Jersey and the fifth largest out 
of the 92 inaugural programs represented 
at the regional tournament in February.  

At Pennsauken’s initial interest meeting 
in October, over 20 girls signed up to com-
pete. When the season started, the women 
wrestlers were only guaranteed the two 
matches at the NJSIAA regional tourna-
ment in February. In order to bring the 
women’s team on par with the men’s pro-
gram, Coach Steven Wallace knew he 
needed to create a schedule for the female 
wrestlers as well if they wanted them to be 
successful. Wallace contacted Farid Syed at 
Kingsway Regional High School, who had 
a team of about 40 girls and was an assis-
tant coach on Pennsauken High School’s 
wrestling staff several years ago. The two 
teams set up matches to give the girls ex-
perience. By the end of the season, the girls 
competed in 12 team dual events and four 
individual tournaments. The schedule was 
created almost overnight by a group of 
stalwart South Jersey coaches. The only 
way for wrestlers to get better is to wrestle. 

Pennsauken High School’s girls 
wrestling team won its first dual meet 
against Cherry Hill West and had several 
place winners at the Burlington/Mercer 

County Girls meet, South Jersey Hall of 
Fame Meet, and the Cherry Hill West
