Don’t hit the
flowers. It’s great for weeds in sidewalk
cracks and along your curbystreet line.

In a larger context, the Township is
actively greening. We will soon be trans-
forming the Delaware Gardens Park at
River Rd. and 49th Street, removing in-
vasive species of plants (weeds) and cre-
ating a trail to Tippin’s Pond. We will also

be entering the design phase of a project
to clean up the abandoned rail bed along
Chestnut Ave., between 36th Street and
43rd Street, and create a trail for active
recreation that will connect with the
Merchantville Mile. Both projects are
grant funded and just two ways we are
working to create a greener, healthier
future for our families.

As your mayor and a long-time resi-
dent of the town I love, I will strive to al-
ways be A GREEN LADY.

The Pennsauken Lions Club is work-
ing on their upcoming FREE eye
screening schedule and plan on going to
all of Pennsauken’s elementary schools
as well as other businesses, such as day
cares.

Dr. Hughes from the TAMU study

Systems For

We talked about the changes to the
“AS IS” property sale program in last
month’s article. If you have ever partici-
pated in an “AS IS” sale, you may recall
that often, due to the condition of the
properties, it was necessary to obtain a
Temporary Certificate of Occupancy
(TCO).This certificate gave the respon-
sible party an extension on the original
compliance date for correcting the vio-
lations on the inspection report. Since
the original program was only used for
bank- and government-owned proper-
ties or estates with no living relatives, the
potential for greater deterioration and

decay made the TCO program more
necessary.

The TCO program gives a 90-day ex-
tension on the original compliance date
for the correction of all of the violations
noted on the initial inspection report.
Because we have removed the restric-
tion on the “AS IS” program, it would be
safe to say that the amount of TCOs
being requested is going to grow. That
being said, we have made a few changes.

In an effort to control the number of
extensions given on an inspection re-
port, we are requiring a progress inspec-
tion to be completed between extension
requests.

transaction, the buyer must first obtain a
copy of the inspection report and review
the results, to ensure that they have a full
understanding of what they will be tak-
ing responsibility for. They will then fill
out and have notarized an affidavit, lo-
cated in the Township’s Construction
Office, stating that they are taking full re-
sponsibility for all of the violations no-
tated on the report. Upon completion,
they will receive their first TCO.

If a second extension is required, you
would need to schedule a “progress in-
spection.” This step is one of the new re-
quirements. In researching our current
program, we found that we have prop-
erties that have far exceeded the nine-

month time frame of the initial inspec-
tion report, potentially making the initial
report obsolete. In an effort to reduce
the number of extensions given on an in-
spection report, we have put in place a
“progress inspection.” This inspection
will give us a good idea on how much
progress has been made since the first
TCO was issued and how much time
you may need to receive your final Cer-
tificate of Occupancy. Upon review, the
extension will be granted, as long as sig-
nificant work has not been completed.
A couple of additional notes: if the
initial inspection report reaches the
nine-month expiration date and there
are no extenuating circumstances, the

responsible party will need to have a
new housing inspection completed and
pay the required fees. In addition, no
TCOs will be granted for rental proper-
ties. Given the nature of these properties
the TCO process is counterproductive
to that purpose.

As we have said before, with each
change comes adjustments. It’s impor-
tant that we clearly communicate all of
the changes we are making, like the
ones made to the “AS IS” program. We
believe, based on our discussions with
our concerned citizens, contractors, and
investors, that the changes we have
made to this program are important and
necessary.

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MPWC To Begin Flushing Of Fire Hydrants

The Merchantville-Pennsauken
Water Commission’s fall flushing
program will take place Sunday
through Thursday nights, beginning
Sept. 15 through Sept. 26, between
the hours of 7:00 and 11:00 p.m.

Hydrant flushing is an important
element in our continuous efforts to
improve the quality of water in our
system. This procedure clears the
distribution system of non-harmful
sediment that may build up over
time, as well as to help us ensure
that each hydrant is operating prop-
erly for firefighting purposes. The
MPWC schedules hydrant flushing
during night hours to create the
least impact on our customers.

While we are flushing in your
neighborhood, you may experience

decreased water pressure and/or
temporary discoloration of your
water. While discoloration can be
startling to see, rest assured, it poses
no health or safety issues, as the cause
of the discoloration is non-harmful
iron and manganese mineral.

The MPWC will be posting flush-
ing routes on our Facebook page
throughout the duration of the fall
program. If you see your street or a
nearby cross-street listed on our
Facebook page, we recommend not
running your water between flush-
ing times as the best course of ac-
tion to prevent an accidental draw
of discolored water into your home
or business system. If discoloration
does occur, we advise you to simply
run your cold water for a few min-

utes until it is clear. The MPWC en-
courages you to check for discol-

ored water before doing laundry.
The MPWC has been working

diligently to notify all of our neigh-
bors and customers of when we’ll
be in specific areas during the
hydrant flushing period. For the
most up-to-date information, please

an updated list every day!

Temperatures are cooling, the mos-
quito invasion of this summer is finally
in decline, and the angle of the sun is
lowering as days shorten. If you recently
purchased your first home, or are a be-
ginner with gardening, now is the perfect
time to try your hand in the garden. Au-
tumn is a good time for planting, trans-
planting, and pruning your landscape.

The first step is to put on long pants,
shirts with long sleeves, and a wide
brimmed hat to protect your skin from
the sun. Even though temperatures are
in decline, the sun is still strong enough
to cause skin damage. Now that you are
dressed appropriately, grab a tablet —
electronic or old fashioned paper — and
evaluate your current space.

Step back and look at your home and
garden from the street. What do you see
in the big picture? What's your curb ap-
peal? Does the vignette make you
happy? Do you have a large tree or
shrub acting as a focal point to draw the
eye across your space?

On the other hand, are the trees and
shrubs so overgrown that your home can
hardly be seen from the street? Does
your grass grow green, or is it overrun
with weeds and bare patches? Did some
plants become diseased from all the rain
we had this summer?

Do any of the trees, shrubs, or peren-
nials have a fuzzy white substance on
them? This could be a sign of powdery
mildew, or worse, scale insects, which if
left unchecked, can kill your plants.

Take notes as you walk your property,
whether it has palatial acreage, or is a
small space bounded by cement.

Workshops

Once these questions have been an-
swered and your evaluation is complete,
don’t become overwhelmed with all the
work that needs to be done to turn your
home into a showplace. Develop a list of
everything that could to be done in a
perfect world. Then, prioritize the list
based on your desires, your time, and
your budget.

A good place to start is pruning. If
your landscape has become very over-
grown, you don't necessarily need to rip
everything out and start over. Judicious
pruning can open up the space, while re-
taining the homey look of a mature
landscape. There are a few important
things to keep in mind while pruning
large plants, like trees and shrubs. First, if
trees or shrubs are dead, diseased, or
dying, remove them as soon as possible,
especially if they are very tall. Our area
has been experiencing thunderstorms
accompanied by high winds, which can
rip out dead or dying trees, possibly land-
ing on cars or homes. The next step is
pruning overgrown trees and shrubs.
Don't prune more than 20 percent of a
plant in a single growing season. Pruning
more can weaken the plant significantly,
even Kkill it. Also, don’t feed trees or
shrubs until spring. Feeding now can en-
courage a new flush of growth that won't
have time to mature and harden before
frost kills it, again weakening the plant.

Once pruning has been finished for
this season, step back and reevaluate
your property, as the look of your grow-
ing space will have changed. More sun
will be able to reach areas that may have
been in complete shade before. If large
spaces have been opened up by tree and
shrub removal, is there now space for

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A Brief Explanation Of Animal Control In Pennsauken

By Nancy Welsh, Pennsauken Township
Animal Control Officer

For many, many years, Pennsauken
Township has had an animal control of-
ficer. But many people wonder, “What
does animal control do in town?” Hope-
fully, this article helps to answer that
question.

Animal control is not just taking care
of animals, but also the people who own,
lose, or find them. We enforce local and
state laws concerning the care and treat-
ment of animals, both domestic pets and
wildlife. Animal control officers patrol
public areas looking for potential signs
of distressed animals and work directly
with residents concerning animal issues.
‘We are dedicated to educating the public
about the safety and care of animals and
work to maintain public health stan-
dards, keeping the community safe for
both people and animals.

Sometimes, animal control officers

must capture or rescue animals; but other
times, we administer warnings or citations
to residents suspected of animal cruelty
and other violations, such as a dog run-
ning at large (not being in a fenced area
or being off leash in the neighborhood),
not being licensed in the Township,exces-
sive barking, and other violations. You can
check the Pennsauken Township web-
site, twp.pennsauken.nj.us and select the
“Code Book” button for a list of local
ordinances.

Animal control responds to calls from
residents about stray animals, suspected
animal cruelty, and deceased or sick/in-
jured strays and wildlife. For immediate
emergency situations,such as a stray dog
running in the neighborhood, you can
call the police. The police can get there
quickly and they will make sure every-
one, stays safe until animal control can
get there.

If you believe an animal is in danger

and you suspect it may be a case of ani-
mal cruelty, please do not hesitate to
contact Pennsauken Township’s animal
control at (856) 663-3058. We are very
discreet and will not divulge who con-
tacted us about the situation; but we will
need your phone number in case we
have questions. Animal control will con-
duct a welfare check to make sure the
animal is safe. Again, if you believe there
is an urgent situation, and the animal or
aperson is inimmediate danger, you can
call the police. They will manage the sit-
uation until animal control arrives.

Animal Control also picks up sick and
injured wildlife. We cannot remove
squirrels, birds, raccoons, or other wildlife
from walls, attics, or basements. This
should be handled by a wildlife control
company. The cute little critters who may
invade your yard such as groundhogs,
skunks, and moles must also be taken
care of by a wildlife control company.
Some pest control companies also trap
nuisance wildlife. These are services the
homeowner must pay for on their own.

For those of you who have followed
my exciting coverage on recycling the
past few months, hold on to your seats!
According to a letter from our recycling
center, FCR Camden, LLC, any Penn-
sauken recycling trucks with over 8 per-
cent contamination will be rejected.
Contamination is when residents place
non-recyclables in the recycling such as
pizza boxes, plastic bags, Styrofoam, bub-
ble wrap, frozen food containers, plastic/

paper to-go containers, cups, straws or
utensils and even hoses or hangers. These
items should always go in the trash. Re-
member: When in doubt, throw it out!

So what happens when one of our
trucks has more than 8 percent contam-
ination in its recyclables? According to
the letter, Pennsauken will have to dis-
patch trucks to pick up the material and
remove it from their facility within two
hours. This will be a huge burden on Pub-
lic Works operations and add significant
cost to our disposal budget — even if 91
percent of that truck contains good recy-
clables! As I write this on Aug. 9, we have
received two rejection notices: one truck
from Monday’s route and one from
Tuesday’s route. Although this applies to
all Camden County municipalities, we
need to evaluate and identify potential
rejected load sources in Pennsauken.

Unfortunately, a one-week, heads-up
letter was not enough time for an entire
town to be evaluated, educated, and fixed
before the effective date. It is also unreal-
istic for Public Works to look in each re-
cycling bucket every single day. So tostart,
we will learn from the rejected recycling
trucks,identifying which particular area of
that collection day’s route was over the 8
percent allowance. This will get us some
rough data, but it’s a starting point.

The two daily recycling trucks empty

their load once a day at the recycling
facility, so coordination with our waste
collection contractor, South Jersey Sani-
tation, will be critical to know what re-
jected load came from which area. This
can be determined by using their truck’s
GPS system to see where the truck was
in Pennsauken when it collected the con-
taminated recycling. This will not affect
their daily collection.

Pennsauken residents produce a gen-
erally clean recycling stream. We have
been informed on three or four occasions
over the past year of a potential to reject.
This makes the whole process easier for
all parties and allows us to ““clean up” just
afew spots and educate across the board.

So after the areas with rejected loads
are known, how can Pennsauken resi-
dents help prevent contaminated recy-
cling from being collected? The recycling

facility tells us which trucks are rejected.
We take that truck’s GPS and see what
streets that recycle load came from. We
will direct Pennsauken’s Sanitation In-
spector to this area on that street’s next
collection day to seek out any obvious
contaminations. He will place ared “DO
NOT COLLECT” tag on the recycling
buckets with noticeable contamination
and leave a friendly form letter posted on
the front door that would indicate what
the issue is, how to correct it, and have a
colored informational flyer attached. The
correction 100 percent of the time will be
to take the garbage item(s) out of the re-
cycling and toss in the trash. On the fol-
lowing recycling collection day, the
resident will place the recycle bucket at
the curb and it will be collected. At this
point, we believe the resident will know

how to avoid this in the future and the
recycling will get cleaner.

As of Aug. 9, the only data we have to
work with is the week of Aug. 5. On
Monday and Tuesday, one of the two
trucks on both days was rejected. Thurs-
day and Friday had no rejection notices,
SO We presume contamination was under
8 percent. Monday’s contamination was
17 percent; Tuesday’s was 32 percent.
Since our limit is 8 percent contamina-

tion, our immediate goal is to get those
routes below that mark and everything
gets easier. Of course, our ultimate goal
is zero contamination, but that will take
some time. If we look at the percentages
and apply that to the amount of house-
holds on those two days, we're only look-
ing at 450 contaminated buckets to leave
curbside out of approximately 5,500. We
will still tag on Thursdays and Fridays to
educate and continue lowering our over-
all contamination. Realistically, we antic-

Legend hasit that the beloved taco was
created in the Mexican silver mines some
time in the 19th Century. These were
known as “taco de minero,” or miner’s
tacos. The taquito, meaning small taco, is
also believed to have begun around this
time; and some have even addressed the
fact that a taquito sort of looks like a stick
of dynamite. They also taste pretty dyna-
mite. The word taco actually used to mean
something completely different to the
miners. They would wrap pieces of paper
around gunpowder and place them in
holes in the mines to cause small explo-
sions. The shell of the taco, originally only
soft, would be the paper;and the protein
inside of it would be the gunpowder.

As the popularity of this new food
spread, people travelled all over parts of
Mexico creating taco shops called taque-
rias that “shelled” out these tasty treats.

Cholesterol: The Good, The Bad, And The Healthy

Cholesterol is a type of fat found in
your blood. Your liver makes choles-
terol for your body. You also can find it
in the foods you eat. Meat, fish, eggs, but-
ter, cheese, and milk all have cholesterol
in them.

Cholesterol is in every cell in your
body. You need cholesterol to help your
brain, skin, and other organs do their
jobs. But too much can cause you harm.
High cholesterol occurs when levels of
cholesterol are too high, due to fatty de-
posits that start to build up in your blood
vessels and arteries, restricting blood
flow. Kind of like when your bathroom
sink gets clogged. High cholesterol can
be hereditary, or as a result of unhealthy
diet and lifestyle choices. It can increase
the risk of a heart attack.

There are two important types of cho-
lesterol. LDL (low-density lipoprotein)
cholesterol, or “bad cholesterol,” carries
cholesterol from the liver into the blood-
stream, where it can stick to the blood
vessels. There’s also HDL (high-density
lipoprotein) cholesterol, or “good cho-
lesterol,” which carries the cholesterol in
the blood back to the liver, where it is
broken down.

Here’s a trick to remember the differ-
ence: LDL cholesterol is the bad kind, so
call it “lousy” cholesterol — "L" for
lousy. The HDL is the good cholesterol,
so remember it as “healthy” cholesterol,
“H” for healthy.

How To Prevent High Cholesterol
Here are a few ways to try and keep
high cholesterol under control:
e Eat as “clean” as possible, meaning

On Thursday, Sept. 5, the Office of
Veterans Affairs will host a special Viet-
nam Veteran Pinning and Medal Cere-

mony at 6:30 p.m. The ceremony will
honor and celebrate veterans of the
Vietnam War who are current members
of our community.

On Friday, Sept. 6, veterans, their fam-
ilies, and other members of the commu-
nity will come together for a candlelight
remembrance vigil at the Traveling Tiib-
ute Wall in Cooper River Park to honor
those Vietnam veterans who never re-
turned home.

Portions Of River Road, Union Avenue
Closed For Water Main Replacement

Freeholder Susan Shin Angulo, liaison
to the Camden County Department of
Public Works, has been notified by the
Merchantville Pennsauken Water Com-
mission that crews are replacing a water
main on River Rd. and Union Ave. in
Pennsauken. Work began in August;
during this time, stretches of both River
Rd. and Union Ave. will be closed during
work hours.

“This project is expected to last sev-
eral weeks and will require detours for
motorists who typically drive through
this area as part of their commute,” Shin
Angulo said. “It’s important to be aware
of the project in advance and plan ahead
for any expected delays. Motorists can
expect sudden stops, shifting traffic pat-
terns, and other changing conditions in
the area surrounding construction. Ad-

ditionally, you should be extra cautious
and attentive when driving near con-
struction crews and vehicles.”

From the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 3:00
p-m. crews will completely close River
Rd. between Lennox Rd. and Union
Ave. Union Ave. will also close between
River Rd.and Haines Rd. Motorists will
be directed along a posted detour route
to circumvent the affected roadway.

While construction is ongoing, the
contractor will allow South Jersey Sani-
tation through the work area on Mon-
days to collect the trash and recycling of
the homes that reside in that area.

The project is expected to be com-
pleted by the end of work hours on Fri-
day, Nov. 13. Scheduling and project
timing is dependent on weather and may
be adjusted due to unforeseen events.
