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Steve Gray, Esq. represented the applicant.

Robert Perla, Engineer, 1 Rosemoor Drive, Suite 300, Monroe Township, New Jersey
08831, Joseph DiMauro, 2 Westchester Park Drive, Suite 107, White Plains, New York 10604
were present.

The applicant stated they were in 1 1/2 years ago. They received an approval of site
plan and came back for the pipe line and they are waiting on approval from Buckeye. They
have an amended application for a boiler house. They will have an additional containment
area. They will remove the sulfur containment.

The product is treated and goes out by truck. They will eventually use the dock. The

truck traffic will go down and will be very small. It is for industrial use. They are getting away
from gasoline.

The applicant is to meet with the Fire Department to discuss fire protection. There will
be two fire monitors.

There will be low noise, no fumes or odors. It is a closed system.

Chairwoman opened the public portion of the meeting. Chairwoman Painter announced
the meeting has been duly advertised and complies with the Open Meetings Act of New Jersey.
Roll call showed the same members to be present.

The proposed use is to transfer a liquor license owned the by Applicant to the property for
purposes of the permitted use of a bar and a maximum 36 seat sit-down restaurant in the
existing building located at the property, with the intent to combine the property into one lot
and to change the wording on the two existing exterior canopy signs to reflect the new name of
VIP Lux Lounge. ,

Frank Wisniewski, Esq. 1810 Chapel Avenue West, Cherry Hill, New Jersey 08002
represented the applicant.

The applicant appeared at the May 3, 2022 Planning Board workshop. The applicant
proposes to use two units in the existing building as a restaurant. The existing building units
recently were used as a catering business (Macaro’s Deli and Catering). The existing building
has four other units in the strip building which is in the C-1 Commercial District Zone.

The property has frontage only on Westfield Avenue but also can be accessed from the
municipal parking lot at the northwest corner of Westfield and Scovel Avenue. Access to the
rear of the strip building is for deliveries is entirely from that municipal parking lot.

The applicant is requesting a Site Plan Waiver.

Matthew McDevitt moved to grant pre-existing conditions, seconded by Larry Cardwell,
which carried unanimously on roll call vote.

Matthew McDevitt moved to grant the muv__nm:o: with the conditions, mmno:ama by
Johnathan Hutton, which carried unanimously on roll call vote.

The vote was as follows. Matthew McDevitt yes with existing pre-conditions. 1t will be a
new use for an old building and will be good for the Township. Larry Cardwell yes with
conditions. Beverly Burris yes stating the applicant is to comply with testimony and Doug
White’s letter dated October 6, 2022. Shakir Ali yes with the applicant complying with
testimony and conditions. He welcomed the applicant to Pennsauken Township. Johnathan
Hutton yes stating it will be good for the Township. Chairwoman Painter yes stated it will be a
wonderful use of the property.

Bills

Bills were presented from Solicitor Piarulli for legal work in the amount of $11,700.00
for 2022 and 11,700 for 2021. Johnathan Hutton moved the bills be paid, seconded by
Matthew McDevitt, which carried unanimously on roll call vote.

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Mott MacDonald,111 Wood Avenue, South, Iselin, New Jersey 08030 was present. They
have an existing water treatment for Camden Water System with American Water. They will

present a formal submission mid-January. They want to insure safe drinking water.

A Traffic Study and Environmental Impact Statement is to be presented at the meeting.
A letter of intent also needs to be submitted.

Doug White stated the flood issued will be addressed. A buffer must be provided. A6’
or 8 fence is to provided and it is to match the existing fence. A security fence will be needed
and it must be locked. There will be barbed wire on the fence for security.

The applicant stated there would be minimum noise and no odor.

Doug White stated architectural details are needed to be submitted. The height of the
building must meet the height ordinance.

The applicant is to contact the Fire Department. They need DEP approval and
Pennsauken Sewerage Authority approval. The applicant is to supply a list of waivers and
variances being sought. A Stormwater Report is needed. A Site Lighting plan is to be
submitted. A property Maintenance Schedule is to be submitted.

A clearing and demolition plan is to be added to the plans. The existing trees that will
remain are to be shown on the plans. The applicant is to add grading detail and more spot
elevations to show suitable drainage patterns and minimum required pavement slopes.
Drainage is to be addressed. The applicant is to provide information on the curbing, sidewalk,
pavement and basin features.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:30 P.M.

10 the nortn is Wayne Avenue, across Wayne Avenue is the
Pennsauken Public Work Department building within the T-1 Township Zone and a single-family
home. On the south side of the property is North Crescent Boulevard (US Route 130) and
across that divided roadway is the Dollar Tree store and a vacant one-story building. On the
west side of the property is a fenced in vacant lot (Lot2) that is under Township control and was
used for parking Township vehicles. Lots 2 and 3 are now a part of this application, have
frontage on Norwood Avenue but have access only from Wayne Avenue.

The Township is seeking a change of use of storage and on-site parking. Proper notice
has been published at the Courier Post on November 11, 2022.

Public Works uses the storage area. Pennsauken Township does not own the property.

Daniela Tavarez, Planning and Zoning Assistant and Doug White, Planning Board
Engineer, were sworn in by Chairwoman Painter.

Daniela Tavarez stated the taxes have been assessed but not paid. There is no one to
pay the taxes. Matthew McDevitt stated it is uncertain who is required to pay the taxes. The
taxes will be held by the Township at this point.

Matthew McDevitt moved to grant a variance to change of use to municipal use,
seconded by Melvin Little, which carried unanimously on roll call vote.

Public

Chairwoman Painter opened the meeting to the public. No one expressed a desire to
speak. The public portion of the meeting was closed.

Pennsauken Veterinary is seeking an amended site plan together with bulk variances to
permit the addition onto their pre-existing veterinary hospital. They propose to add two stories
onto the hospital.

Deputy Mayor Roberts and Larry Cardwell rejoined the meeting.

There are 49 parking spaces. The parking will allow active use. The third floor will
enhance services. They are requesting variance for parking spaces, the height of the third floor
set back and over 10% use.

Christopher Torre, VMD, William Lammey, Architect, 215 Highland Avenue, #B, Haddon
Township, New Jersey 08108, Andy Simpkins, Engineer, 645 Berlin Cross Keys Road, Suite 1,
Sicklerville, New Jersey 08081 were sworn in by Chairwoman Painter.

Dr. Torre stated the goal of adding a third floor is to provide more services such as blood

work. They will add three to four more employees. They will double the size of the waiting
room.

The areas were broken down and plans were presented. They were marked as Exhibit
A-1and 2. The total of the area for the 3 floor will be 5,784 sq. ft. —the same as the first and
second floor.

The parking was shown and marked as Exhibit A-3. The basement will have utilities and
storage. The first floor will have stairs, elevator and utility rooms.
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Lhairwoman Painter yes and stated it will be good for Pennsauken and for the area. The
variances granted will be beneficial to the area.

Resolutions

Resolution P2022-9 was presented granting preliminary and final minor subdivision
approval to Chris Grimes for the property at 3240 47t Street, Pennsauken, New Jersey, Block
5101, Lot 10. Matthew McDevitt moved the resolution be adopted, seconded by Deputy Mayor
Roberts, which carried unanimously on roll call vote.
