AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF THE
TOWNSHIIP OF PENNSAUKEN CHAPTER 299
ENTITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC”

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of
Pennsauken, in the County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Chapter 299-57 “Restricted Parking Zones in Front of Residences: is hereby
amended to ADD the following:

1. Handicapped Parking Signs located at 1824 44" Street beginning 255 feet
south from the southeast corner of Amon Avenue and 44" Street and
continuing 22 feet south.

2. Handicapped Parking Signs located at 1840 44" Street beginning 235 feet
north from the northeast corner of High Street and 44™ Street and continuing
22 feet north.

3. Handicapped Parking Signs located at 1703 Springfield Avenue beginning 28
feet south from the southwest corner of Pleasant Avenue and Springfield
Avenue and continuing 22 feet south.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent or in conflict with the provisions of
this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon due publication and final enactment as provided
by law.
